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Uganda Youth Development Link (UYDEL)
Uganda children and youth:  Uganda is low income underdeveloped country. Children constitute about 60% of Uganda’s total population of 34 million people; of whom 14 percent (2.5 million) have been orphaned. Approximately 8.1 million children are critically vulnerable. At least one in every four households has an orphan and 3 million children live below the poverty line and 16,000 trafficked into sexual exploitation. Orphan-hood in Uganda remains a big.  Data collected by UYDEL at entry continue to show that 40% of children are trafficked into city suburban slums and have a history of forced sex and exploitation.
UYDEL Background: Uganda Youth Development Link (UYDEL) registered as non profit--governmental organization in 1993 in Uganda. It has been providing prevention and psycho-social support rehabilitation services to suburban Slum, Street, homeless, vulnerable, disadvantaged and abused/exploited children and youth between the ages 10 and 24 years).  UYDEL programmes have specific interest in alcohol, drug and substance abuse, child sexual abuse and exploitation, child trafficking, adolescent sexual reproductive health and HIV/AIDS.  UYDEL programmes provided through community outreach, slum drop in centre and a youth rehabilitation centre located at Masooli.  These centres seek to increase access and empower vulnerable youth health, vocational skills and income generation, promotion of life skills and self esteem, family and youth empowerment programs at drop-in-centers and Masooli Youth centre. Referrals, capacity building training and networking with other service providers. UYDEL tries to use evidence based interventions when working with children.
